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STEWARDSHIP COUPONS

The Academy of St. Benedict the African will provide qualifying families up to $600 in
tuition subsidy for participation in the Stewardship Program.

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STATEMENT OF BELIEF

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Stewardship Program - Participation in the Stewardship Program will be reviewed
during the first semester (2™ quarter) and second semester (3" quarter). Each
participating family will receive a written notice indicating how many Stewardship
Coupons have been used. Stewardship coupons must be completed by May 11, 2009.

Tuition Policy - Tuition payments are divided into ten (10) equal payments due on
August 1* and on the first of every succeeding month with the last payment being due on
May 1%

Refund Policy - Tuition is pro-rated. Adjustments will be made accordingly.

Registration & Instructional Fees - Fees are based on number of children per
family. These fees are NON-REFUNDABLE.

Tuition I ncentive — Families with children currently enrolled in our school will
receive a $300 credit for referring new families. The credit will be applied to your
account in May. The referring family and the new family must be enrolled for the entire
academic year and fulfill all payment and coupon obligations before the incentive will be
applied.

Fundraising Fee — Each family is required to do $200 (net) in fundraising due by
January 23, 2009. If fundraising amounts remain due after due date any payments
received will be applied first to the fundraising balance. If a family continues to fundraise
after fulfilling the fundraising obligation, they will receive a credit of ¥4 (25%) of the
schools net profit toward tuition payment. All calculations are based on the schools net
profit NOT gross sales. Note: Net is the profit the school receives from total gross sales.

Graduation Fee - $70 per graduate is due by April 13, 2009. All Stewardship
Coupons must be completed by May 11, 2009.

Late Fee DA $20 late fee will be added to your bill for any tuition outstanding after
the tenth day of each month. Students whose tuition remains unpaid by the 15" of the
month will be excluded from class and all school activities until payment is received.

Returned Check Fee (NSF) — A $25 fee will be added to your bill for returned
checks. The school will NOT accept personal checks after the second returned check.
NO PERSONAL CHECKS WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER FRIDAY MAY 9, 2009,
MONEY ORDERS and CERTIFIED CHECKS ONLY.
