• Be 3 years of age 
• Have an original birth certificate, immunization record, dental form and social security 

number before he/she can attend 

 **   Illinois State Law requires that a child entering kindergarten be 5 years of age on 
   or before September 1 of that year. 

Parent Participation  
Parent are expected to:   
• Attend a minimum of three scheduled Parent-Teacher Conferences 
• Drop off and pick up or arrange (in writing) for pick up of their child 
• Follow directions set up by the pre-school teacher/staff 
• Be available to assist in the classroom when their child’s behavior becomes disruptive 
• Withdraw the child if the child is not yet ready for preschool 
• To launder the child’s bed clothing EVERY Friday   
• Chaperone AT LEAST two field trips and/or school carnivals 
• Provide a “Doctor’s Return To School Statement” for all communicable illnesses (pink 

eye, chicken pox, measles, etc). Parents of students with fevers and/or communicable 
illnesses will be contacted and students must be picked up.  

Parents are encouraged to:   

- Assist in the classroom with all the children as time permits 

- Assist with excursions, parties and other growth experiences as outlined by 
the teacher

parents with information relation to our religious programs. 

 
FINANCIAL AGREEMENT  

Registration Fee -  $100 per family (non-refundable) due at registration 

 Weekly Fee -   $115 per week payable on Monday of each week (or $400 monthly   
   due on the 1st day of each month). Bi-weekly payments must be  
   received two weeks in advance or a $20 late fee will be assessed.  

 Weekly fee is due for each vacation week that school is not in 
session (Christmas Vacation and Easter Vacation).  

 Parents are expected to pay for all weeks unless they formally 
withdraw a child from class. Even when a child is ill, normal 
payment is required to reserve his/her space.          

 Students will be excluded from class if two weekly payments 
are missed.  

NSF/Late Fee - $25 will be assessed when a check is returned for non-sufficient 
funds. Personal checks will not be accepted after the second 
returned check. A late fee of $20 will be assessed to all bills NOT 
paid by Wednesday of each week.  Action For Children (AFC) 
does not pay for children picked up after 6:00pm. NO PERSONAL 
CHECKS WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER MAY, 9, 2009, 
MONEY ORDERS or CERTIFIED CHECKS ONLY.    

Fundraising - $200 is a mandatory part of the pre-school program. If a family 
continues to fundraise after fulfilling the fundraising obligation 
then they will receive ¼ (25%) of the net profit the school receives 
toward tuition payment.  Fundraising balance is due January 23, 
2009.    

 

I understand that enrolling my child in this pre-school is a FAMILY AFFAIR and as such, 
I will do my best to support and participate in events related to this school. I am aware 
that if my childÕs behavior becomes disruptive, I am required to assist in the classroom or 
withdraw my child if he/she is not ready for pre-school.
